
In the introduction paragraph, you need to grab the reader’s attention . . . make me want to read your paper! Make the reader curious as to what your paper is about, but DO NOT reveal anything about the topic of your paper yet.

Here are the steps:


Attention Getter (description, personal experience, famous quotation/saying, summary, definition, etc.):


Explain your Attention Getter (1-2 sentences):





Connect/Bridge the ideas of the Attention Getter to your Thesis Statement (1-2 sentences):


The last sentence of your introduction paragraph MUST be your THESIS STATEMENT (1 sentence: preview ideas that will be in your body paragraphs; REMEMBER: your thesis statement should be an original idea/insight that you are going to prove in your essay, do not simply repeat information you’ve already been taught):


INTRO PARAGRAPH ORGANIZER














Start with a GENERAL IDEA for the Attention Getter.


EXPLAIN your Attention Getter (answer the question, reword a definition, explain a quote, reveal the “moral” of the story, etc.)


Connect/bridge the ideas of the Attention Getter to your thesis.


Present your THESIS STATEMENT.
